L’ORÉAL Hungary and the Hungarian National Commission for UNESCO – by means of the Social Innovation Foundation for the Development of the Eastern European Area and sponsored by the Hungarian Academy of Sciences (MTA) – is happy to announce its nineteenth call for applications in the spirit of the 2021 L’ORÉAL-UNESCO FOR WOMEN IN SCIENCE program.
The name of the tender: L’ORÉAL-UNESCO HUNGARIAN FELLOWSHIP for Women in Science
The purpose of the fellowship programme is to motivate young women scientists and researchers to achieve prominent and practical scientific results, as well as to motivate and promote the position of Hungarian women in the field of science, and especially in research, in a wide variety of fields.
The conditions of the L’ORÉAL-UNESCO Hungarian Fellowship: Women of Hungarian citizenship who work as scientific researchers in the Republic of Hungary at any higher education institution, their research facilities, or an MTA research facility in any of the following scientific fields are eligible for participation in the call for applications:
1/ natural sciences, life sciences
2/ materials sciences
Applications for the 2021 scholarship can be submitted for 2 tiers:
A)
Women under 35 years of age (or who turn 35 in 2021) who are participating in doctoral (PhD) training or who have recently been awarded a PhD degree can apply for a scholarship of 2 000 000 HUF.
B)
Women under 45 years of age (or who turn 45 in 2021) who are participating in doctoral (PhD) training or who have recently been awarded a PhD degree can apply for a scholarship of 2 000 000 HUF.
The laureates will be selected by a scientific and technical jury operating in the framework of the Social Innovation Foundation for the Development of the Eastern European Area. The President of the Jury is Dr. Veronika Ádám, academic, and its members are: Dr. Katalin Ránky, chemical engineer and CEO of L’ORÉAL Hungary, Dr. Perczel András , University Professor at the Organic Chemistry Faculty of Eötvös Lóránd University, Dr. Kamarás Katalin, University Professor at the Physics Institute of Eötvös Lóránd University, and Dr. László Hunyady, University Teacher at the Semmelweis University’s Physiology Department. The technical jury maintains the right to refrain from awarding a fellowship in a category or to award two fellowships in another category if it does not find any of the applications submitted for a category to be of suitable quality.
The applications are to be submitted in Hungarian and are to include:
· The following data: the applicant’s name, place and date of birth, education, the name of the field of her higher education or profession, list of spoken foreign languages and language exams, place of employment, positions, work and home address, telephone number, fax number, and email address;
· The following information: the name, place of employment, position, academic degree, contact address, and telephone number of two professionals who have academic degrees and offer their recommendation of the applicant;
· the applicant’s scientific research CV, which includes the areas of the applicant’s scientific and research interests and plans;
· a list of publications, which includes the impact factor of the given paper in the year of the publication and the list of independent references citing the publication (the reference is independent if the publication referred to and the one referring to it have no common authors); and the total impact factor of all publications as well as the total number of independent references;
· the applicant’s research results, as well as any patented inventions and moral awards or recognitions;
· a summary of the applicant’s topic for the fellowship no longer than 3 pages;
· two letters of recommendation made out to the applicant by the two professionals referred to in datasheet 2, who work in the same field as the applicant and who are scientifically noted;
· an English language summary of the applicant’s topic for the fellowship;
· a copy of the applicant’s three most important published scientific articles.
